The advocate states that the\,&r were on their way back to. the rented -
accommodation from the hospltat but they were arrested without any reason. He pleads _
that these facts could have been verifi ed easily but the police confined them ilegally as
there was no reason or jus.tification to arrest them. He pleads that the arrest u.s: 41 (2) 109

Cr PC was not as per law, it-was not proper and there was no reason to arrest thern He

contended that the arrest was illegal and they were going to challenge the same before the .
Hon’ble High Court. separately. He pleaded that the Respondents should be released
immediately and they should be given time to contest the charge. He f.urther pleads that .
