Standard operating Procedure for e-Auction for Registration Numbers

l.

Allotment of choice registration mark for vehicle shall only be through the
onlinee-auction process as defined in the notification and the process shall
be started after purchase of the vehicle by the owner (by chassis and engine
number from VAHAN 4.0 portal) or initiation of e-auction process by
existing owner of a registered vehicle for change of registration number
by fancy number. Application for e-auction will be processed by the
applicant through VAHAN registration application number generated at
RTO/RLA or dealer end.

Applicant can participate for e-auction only for that authority for which
VAHAN registration application number has submitted.

The vehicle owner (Person/entity) has the residence or place of business in
Himachal Pradesh as per provision of Rule 47 (e) of Central Motor Vehicle
Rules, 1989, are allowed to bid for Registration mark of choice through this
e- auction platform after fulfilling all codal formalities.

The choice registration numbers available on the e-auction platform shall be
as defined by way of notification and minimum price of each number shall
be as perthe rates defined in the notification from time to time by the State
Government.

For participating in the bidding/auction process the bidder can register on
the e- auction platform anytime by paying a non-adjustable, non-refundable
registrationfee of X 2,000 and Unique Acknowledgement Number (UAN)
shall be generated for submitting online application for each Special

Registration Mark (SRM).This fee shall be bifurcated as under: -




%250/- shall be deposited through Cyber Treasury to the 0041-00-101-
02 and remaining I1750/- shall be deposited to the HEAD10 account
of the e-Governance Society of Department of Transport.

6. Provided further that after successful registration on e-auction platform the
vehicle owner shall have an option to bid for the special registration mark on
the payment of 30% security amount of the base price of the marking any
registration marks series of registration authorities of Himachal Pradesh. The
owner of the vehicle shall be restricted to bid for only one choice registration
mark for each vehicle and he cannot participate simultaneously for e-Auction
or First Come First Serve option in the system.

7. The security amount of 30% is adjustable against bid amount and in case of
unsuccessful bidder this amount will be refunded.

8. The online applications for e-auction will be received from registered users
on alldays of the week as per schedule given bwlow:-

Receiving of online application for SRM: 12:00 AM
(Monday) To 05:00 PM (Saturday)
Bidding: 12:00 AM (Monday) to 05:00PM (Sunday)

The e-auction for registration mark of choice will take every day
irrespectiveof any holiday.

0. The entire bidding process for each bid shall started with incremental
bids 0f20% by first bidder as per above timelines and bidding will not
counted to be started without any incremental bid by the bidder irrespective
of the number of bidders i.e. the first bid amount by any bidder for any
special registration mark shall be more than the amount of fee prescribed for
that special registration mark. While the bidding is going on all the
prospective bidders can bid for the special registration mark in the multiples
and only incremental bids of 10% of the minimum special registration fee
shall be allowed.

10.  Provided further that after the successful conclusion of the e-auctioning
processthe result shall be available on the e-auction platform and all bidders

shall also be intimated through e-mail and SMS.

After e-auction system, special registration mark (SRM) shall be available for
its highest bidder (H1). After the completion of the online auction process, the
highestbidder shall have 03 days (upto 11:59PM Wednesday) to deposit his
balance bid amount through online mode. In case H1 does not deposit the
balance fee in prescribed time limit (03 days), amount (30%) deposited by H1
will be forfeited.

Unsuccessful bidder will be refunded to the bank account within one week
from where the payment was made after the completion of auction process.
If there is only one applicant, choice registration number shall be allotted
tohim/her after incremental bids of 20% on minimum special registration fee
(SRF) as mentioned in the clause 9 of the SOP. In case of more than one
applicant applying and where no further incremental bid is made by any of
these applicants, the registration mark of choice will be allotted to the
applicant who has applied first for the registration mark.

After the successful bidder has deposited the 100% bid amount within
stipulated period, the e-auction platform shall map the choice registration
number with the registration application (chassis number and engine number)
at the respectiveregistration authority.

The validity of Choice Number Application (CNA) will be upto that cycle
only if 30% amount of the minimum price is deposited by vehicle owner and
it will be expired automatically after given time limit for each bidder and he
can participate in the next bidding or First Come First Serve option by filing
a fresh application after depositing the registration fee as fixed in clause 5 of
the SOPs.

There will not be any restriction on number of attempts by bidder from
anyregistering authority to participate in the e-auction.

In case payment is deducted from bidder account but “Successful” status is
not registered at Cyber Treasury or VAHAN/FANCY server due to any
technical reason, in such case, Department of Transport, Cyber Treasury or

NIC will not be held responsible. In such circumstances, citizens need to

get refund from therespective RTOs/RLAs as per procedure defined by the

competent authority (Department of Accounts, Lotteries and Treasuries).

The Department of Transport shall not be liable to pay any interest on the
security fee deposited by the bidder.

Multiple login of single id will not be allowed in any case.

In case of any dispute, the decision of Commissioner/Director Transport shall
be final.

The Commissioner/Director Transport reserves the right to cancel/postpone
or reschedule e-Auction process at any stage.

The Special registration mark obtained through e-Auction will be non-
transferable except in death case and in case owner does not want to retain
the registrationmark it would be put to further auction.

The Commissioner/Director Transport shall decide to open any/maximum
special registration mark 0001 for e-auction at any given point of time.

In case there is only one applicant in e-auction for the particular registration
mark and due to any circumstances he/she has not deposited his balance
amount, 30% amount deposited by him/her will be refunded as per procedure
for refund of receipts deposited in Cyber Treasury defined by the Department
of Treasuries, Account and Lotteries, Government of Himachal Pradesh and

the registrationmark will be put in next auction cycle for e-auction.

Whereas, vide this Department notification of even number dated 270
June, 2023, the draft Himachal Pradesh Motor Vehicles (Second Amendment) Rules, 2023 were
notified and published in the Rajpatra (e-Gazette), Himachal Pradesh dated 03 July, 2023, for
inviting objection(s) or suggestion(s) from the person(s) likely to be affected thereby as required
under sub-section (1) of section 212 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (Act. No 59 of 1988);

And, whereas, two objection(s) or suggestion(s) were received in this
behalf within the stipulated period, which were duly considered and rejected;

Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by section 211 read
with sub-section (2) of section 212 of the Act ibid, the Governor, Himachal Pradesh is pleased to
make the following rules further to amend the Himachal Pradesh Motor Vehicles Rules, 1999,
notified vide this department’s Notification No. 5-14/88-TPT-Part-III, dated 12 July, 1999 and
published in the Rajpatra (Extra Ordinary), Himachal Pradesh dated 27" of July, 1999, namely:-

Short title and 1. (1) These rules may be called the Himachal
commencement. Pradesh Motor Vehicles (Second Amendment)
Rules, 2023.

(2) These rules shall come into force from the
date of publication in Rajpatra (e-Gazette),

Himachal Pradesh.
Substitution of rule 2. For rule 69-B of the Himachal Pradesh Motor
69-B. Vehicles Rules, 1999, the following shall

be substituted, namely:-

“69-B. Special Registration Fee for
allotment of registration  marks.
Allotment of Special Registration Marks
and Fee thereof.-(1) (a)



The Registering Authority shall charge one-time Special Registration Fee (SRF) for allotment of a
Special Registration Mark (SRM) to a motor vehicle, in addition to the registration fee, prescribed
under rule-81 of the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989, in the State. In each registration series,
the mode of allotment of Special Registration Mark (SRM) and rate of Special Registration Fee
(SRF) shall be governed by the category of special registration mark as tabulated below: -

Allotment of registration marks above 0100 other than those as mentioned under clause (a)
shall be after charging the Special Registration Fee (SRF) of Rs. 5000/- (Five Thousand)
only if registration mark is allotted by jumping the random order of ten registration numbers

of existing primary series (one from which registration marks are being allotted in random
order of ten registration numbers) or from any of the additional registration series by the
concerned registering authority:

Provided that, -

Maximum Ten Registration Marks of 0001 shall be kept reserved for the
allotment of General Administration Department vehicles in HP 07 series at
any given point of time.

the General Administration Department shall be exempted from the payment
of Special Registration Fee (SRF).

any registration mark allotted under this sub-rule or corresponding extant
rules on payment of Special Registration Fee, shall be termed as Special
Registration Mark (SRM);

the registration marks specified under clause (b) shall be totally paid marks
and allotted on first come first serve basis. However, in case of first come
first serve basis where more than one application is received for a particular
number, the same shall be allotted by draw oflots;

for the purpose of special registration marks specified under clause (b), the
random order shall start from registration marks 0101 onwards; and

in case any motor vehicle meets with an accident and is a total loss duly
certified by the insurance company, the owner of the said vehicle shall not be
required to pay the Special Registration Fee (SRF) for the same registration
number for a new vehicle in the same name in whose name the earlier
vehicle was registered.

Retention of Registration Mark: -

(a) The owner of the vehicle on which Registration Mark has been allotted shall

be entitled to retain the said mark and get it affixed on new vehicle owned
by him upon sale or scrapping of the old vehicle. He shall first apply to the
Registering Authority to allot the said Registration Mark to the new vehicle
purchased by him. During such allotment, the old vehicle shall be allotted a
new number in accordance with the provisions of these rules and registering
authority shall also ensure that no vehicle or its record remains without a

registration mark at any time.

(b) In case of sale/condemnation/scrapping of vehicle, the owner shall be

entitled to retain the said mark for a period of 180 days from the date of
surrender/ vacation of the registration number. The period can be further
extended up-to 180 days on written request of previous owner after payment
of fee of Rs. 2500/- for first 90 days and Rs.3000/- for next 90 days:

Provided that, -

the provisions of this sub-rule shall not apply to any vehicle owned by
Government;

the Registering Authority shall, after allotting the said registration mark to the
previous owner, ensure that a new registration mark, in the random order, from
the existing primary series is allotted to the vehicle from which the registration
mark is being taken off or allot the Special Registration Mark (SRM) to vehicle
after payment of Specified Special Registration Fee under sub-rule (1) and
shall also ensure that no vehicle or its record remains without a registration
mark at any time; and

if a particular registration mark (SRM or otherwise) belongs to a Government
owned vehicle which is disposed of by the Government agency, the said
registration mark shall be retained for indefinite period by the Registration
Authority for re-allotment to the same Government agency without charging
any fee and new registration mark shall be allotted in random order of ten
registration numbers from the existing primary series or allot the Special
Registration Marks to vehicle after payment of specified Special Registration
Fee under clauses (a) and (b) of sub-rule (1) of this rule to the vehicle from
which the particular registration mark is being taken off”.

In case a Special registration mark (SRM) belongs to an individual or
organization (SRM obtained through e-auction) owned vehicle which is
disposed off, the said registration mark shall be retained only by the bidder for
a period as mentioned in this sub-rule, otherwise the same shall be available
with the Registration Authority for re-allotment and new registration mark
shall be allotted as per procedure mentioned in clause (iii) In case of death of
the bidder, the said registration mark shall be retained by legal heir for a period
as mentioned in this sub-rule.

Re-assignment of Special registration mark (SRM) to vehicles registered

within State.- The vehicle of the owner to which Himachal Pradesh

registration mark has been allotted shall be entitled to get the said mark

replaced by SRM as provided in rule 69-(A) obtained through e-

auction/bidding process provided that-

(1) the wvehicle is not subject to an agreement of hire-purchase/
lease/hypothecation;

(1))  the vehicle is not involved in any criminal proceedings as certified by
National Crime Records Bureau/State Crime Records Bureau report;

(ii1))  the vehicle is subject to clearance of all dues and taxes;

(iv)  the existing number against which the new number has been obtained



through e-auction/bidding process can be retained by the owner for the
period as mentioned in sub-rule (2) of rule 69-B and get it affixed on
new vehicle owned by him or frozen by the concerned Registering and
Licensing Authority.”
