Even at a hotspot identified at Shoghi on the
road side, the JCB machine was employed to lift/remove tons of garbage dumped
there. Garbage was removed from Bank of rivers, Khads, Nallahs, Forest Areas,
Chocked Culvers, Streets, Parks, tourist places etc. At some places NGOs, Self Help
Groups, Woman Volunteers, especially in Kinnaur and Chamba Districts came

forward to join this drive.

Sensitization Drive, another community clean-up initiative is commenced on June
1st in the state of Himachal Pradesh. This time, the involvement is extend to gram
panchayats, women’s and youth groups, anganwadi workers, self-help groups,
NGOs, social organizations, and other volunteers.
