Now, therefore, in exercise of the powers conferred by clause (a), clause (d) and clause (p) of
section 64 of the Motor Vehicles Act, 1988 (59 of 1988), the Central Government hereby makes the
following rules further to amend the Central Motor Vehicles Rules, 1989, namely:—

1. Short title and commencement.—(1) These rules may be called as the Central Motor Vehicles
(Twentieth Amendment) Rules, 2021.

2. They shall come into force with effect from the 15™ day of September, 2021.
